Hi Bill and Bob,

As you know, I attended two of the 5th middle division games today, one involving St. Gregs Black (5-0), and the other, St. Gregs Gold (1-4). The Black team played SMEG, who had an 0-5 record. I understand that some swaps were implemented in that team this week, so they are probably better now then their record indicates. St. Greg Black won by 2 points, 21 to 19.
In the next game, the Gold team played St. Romans, 2-3 record, and also won by 2 points.

St. Greg Black has three very good players. Two ball handlers, 22 and 24, and a center 15.

Number 22 plays with a lot of confidence and is a very good ball handler. He hustled on defense, and is a player that can make a big difference in a team. He played probably around 15 minutes for the game, and had either 8 or 10 points. I suspect that if he played the entire game, that team probably would not lose a single game, and the Black team would have won this by a greater margin.  

Number 24 is the coach’s son, and also is quick, plays with a lot of hustle. His ball control is good, but not quite as good as 22. 24 had a good game, scoring 8 points and being fairly disruptive on defense.

Number 15, a taller player, was very good under the boards and good at getting the ball out after rebounding.  I did not count how many rebounds he had, but he did have a lot. He was very good at hanging on to the ball after he got it, and working it out to a ball handler.
If 22 was moved to the other team, that team probably could win most, if not all, of their games.  I do not feel that would be a good move to make the teams evenly split. 
24 can’t be moved, as his father is the team coach.

15, in my opinion, should be moved to the Gold team, and, and that move would probably make the teams as close to evenly split as possible. The gold team has two taller individuals that are their rebounders, 13, a tall thin boy, or 33, a slightly larger boy, that could be moved back to the black team. I think that the rebounding ability of 15 would help gold win some games that they would not otherwise win. And, I do not think the move would prevent the black team from going 12-0, even without 15.

That’s my opinion.  I think if you make the change, you are in a safe harbor no matter how the final standings turn out.  Let me know if you have any questions on this.
